Abstract
In Shiite thought, the Imamate has a lofty and unique position, in such a way that Imam is
considered as the axis and pole of the universe in the monotheistic system. Through the
intermediary of the Imam, the creatures are subject to divine mercy and are guided to the truth.
Considering the importance and high position of imamate in Islam, and the existence of various
viewpoints in explaining its concept, this research was compiled to answer the question: What
definition of “Tmamate” do Sheikh Tusi and Allameh Tabatabai provide? The research method in
this research is analytical-descriptive and the findings indicate that: Sheikh Tusi considers
Imamate to be guidance and general leadership in the affairs of religion and the world. Allameh
Tabatabai conveys Imamate to the desired and complete guidance. According to the views of
both thinkers, citing verse 124 of Surah Al-Baqarah, Imamate is a status beyond Prophethood.

Criticism and Analysis of Ibn Taymiyyah's Four
Doubts about the Circumstances of the Revelation of

the Sadiqin Verse

Abstract
The blessed verse «5,3slall s 15,8 5l lfll R t@_ﬁ Ly which is known as “Sadiqin
Verse”, is considered one of the key verses in the discussion of Imamate and Wilayat.
According to all the Shiite scholars, this honorable verse was revealed in honor and virtue
of Amir al-Mu'minin Ali (AS) and the Infallible Imams. However, while
acknowledging its revelation about Amir al-Mu'minin Ali (AS), Sunni scholars also
offer other interpretations of it. Ibn Taymiyyah, one of the leading Sunni scholars, raised
eleven doubts about the interpretation of this verse, four of which are related to the
revelation of the verse. He considered one of these doubts to be Abu Bakr's title “al-
Siddiq” and claimed that the verse was revealed to Amir al-Mu'minin Ali (AS) in his
honor and virtue. This bigoted Sunni scholar, also referring to the revelation of the verse
in the honor of Ka'b ibn Malik and the plural of the word “Sadiqin”, claims that this verse
cannot have been revealed in the honor of Imam Ali (AS). This research investigates Ibn
Taymiyyah's doubts in the direction of denying the revelation of the Sadiqin verse about
Imam Ali (AS) and answers them with a descriptive-analytical method. The findings of
the research show that the suspicion of Abu Bakr's sincerity and his superiority over
Imam Ali (AS) is a claim without any valid evidence or document. Narrations related to
Abu Bakr's truthfulness are also fake and weak in terms of chain of transmission. On the
other hand, several authentic narrations from Shia and Sunni sources introduce Amir al-
Mu'minin Ali (AS) as the true Siddiq.

A Comparative Study of the Circumstances of Revelation of
the Tabligh Verse in Shiite and
Sunnite Sources of Interpretation

Abstract
A deep and accurate understanding of the concepts of the Quran requires knowledge of the circumstances
of the revelation of its verses. Tabligh Verse (Surah al-Ma'idah: 67) is one of the verses whose
circumstances of revelation play a pivotal role in its interpretation. This research, with a descriptive-
analytical approach, examines the views of Shia and Sunni exegetists regarding the revelation of this verse
and its connection with the Ghadir Khum incident. The findings of the research show that the vast majority
of Shia exegetists and a significant group of Sunni exegetists consider the revelation of the Tabligh verse to
be related to the Ghadir incident and the proclamation of the caliphate and Imamate of Ali (AS) by the Holy
Prophet. This concordance is consistent with both the internal evidence of the verse, including the special
emphasis on "declaration” and the dependence of the completion of the Prophet's mission on the transmission
of the Imamate of Imam Ali (AS), and the external evidence such as authentic narrations from both Shia and
Sunni religions. However, some Sunni exegetists, focusing only on a part of the verse (God's protection of
the Prophet's life) and not paying attention to the semantic coherence of the whole verse, deny its connection
with the Ghadir incident.

Analyzing and Criticizing Ibn Taymiyyah’s Doubt about the
Circumstances of Revelation of the Verse of Wilayat

Abstract
For a long time, many doubts have been raised about the verses of the Holy Quran that
specifically refer to Imamate. One of these doubts is the doubt raised by Ibn Taymiyyah
Harrani about the revelation of the verse of Wilayat. Ibn Taymiyyah in his book “Minhaj
al-Sunnah” strongly denies the revelation of the verse of Wilayat in the status of Amir
al-Mu’'minin Ali (AS) and considers the hadith related to this revelation to be made and
narrated by Shiites. He says clearly: “According to the consensus of the knowledgeable
hadith scholars, these circumstances of revelation are purely false.” Ibn Taymiyyah
relies on various evidences to prove his claim. This research, which was carried out with
a descriptive-analytical approach and using library sources, seeks to answer the main
question: What is Ibn Taymiyyah's doubt about the state of the revelation of the verse of
Wilayat and the criticisms on it? The key findings of this research are: The consensus
claim about this doubt has no correct basis. This suspicion is merely an unsupported
claim, and the consensus that the author cites does not exist externally. The denial of the
circumstances of revelation presented is not consistent with the views of Sunni scholars.
The root of this claim goes back to Ibn Taymiyyah's personality, thoughts and personal
beliefs rather than rational and narrative arguments. From a scientific point of view, such
opinions are weak and baseless. However, experience has shown that such claims can
have dangerous consequences in practice.

A Comparative Study of the Circumstances of Revelation of
the Shara’ Verse in the Holy Quran in Shiite
and Sunnite Interpretations

Abstract
The circumstances of revelation in verses of the Holy Quran play a key role in the deep and
accurate understanding of the verses. Therefore, its detailed examination is one of the main tasks
of exegetists in explaining and interpreting the verses correctly. Verse 207 of Surah Al-Baqgarah,
known as the “Shara’ Verse” or the Verse of Sacrifice, is one of the verses that Shiite theologians
and exegetists cite to prove the virtue and status of Imam Ali (AS)’s Imamate. Undoubtedly,
knowing the contents and details of the revelation of this verse can play a role in the correctness
or incorrectness of this reference. Therefore, this article, with a descriptive-analytical approach,
seeks to answer the question: What is the opinion of the exegetists of the Fariqain (Shia and Sunni)
regarding the revelation of the verse of the Quran? Based on the findings of this research, the vast
majority of Shiite exegetists attribute the revelation of the Verse of Sacrifice to Imam Ali (AS)’s
sacrifice in “Laylat al-Mabit™. On the other hand, most of the Sunni exegetists refrain from
mentioning the circumstances of the revelation of this verse or mentioning the name of Imam Ali
(AS) along with other Companions. Only Hakim Haskani, the Hanafi Muhaddith of the fifth
century, agrees with the opinion of the Shiite exegetists and considers the revelation of this verse
to be specific to Imam Ali (AS). It seems that the political atmosphere ruling the Islamic society,
especially in the early centuries, which was full of grudges and hostility towards Amir al-
Mu'minin Ali (AS), is the main reason for the denial of the circumstances of revelation of this
verse by most Sunni exegetists.
