Abstract

According to religious teachings and international legal norms, social
freedom is one of the most fundamental human rights and has been widely
discussed by scholars. However, the alignment between the duty of
enjoining good and forbidding evil and social freedom has been a
controversial issue in recent decades. Credible evidence shows that one of
the most accurate and effective analyses proving this alignment is found in
the speeches and writings of the Supreme Leader. This paper, using a
descriptive-analytical method and based on library data, seeks to answer
the question: According to the Quranic thought of Ayatollah Khamenei,
what are the reasons for the harmony between enjoining good, forbidding
evil, and social freedom? The main finding of this research is that Islam
supports individual and social freedom, meaning that individuals have
freedom in areas such as food, clothing, housing, behavior, manners,
speech, and belief. However, this freedom is not absolute and
unconditional; rather, for practical reasons, it is bound by certain
conditions. Naturally, various factors play a role in the realization and
preservation of this freedom, among which enjoining good and forbidding
evil are included. Thus, there is a close relationship between these two
duties and the noble concept of social freedom, as maintaining societal
psychological security, fostering social responsibility, and preventing the
spread of sin and corruption depend on the implementation of these duties
in the social realm.

The personality, traits, and roles of Mary (PBUH) are among the subjects
examined in the entry "Mary" by Barbara F. Stowasser, professor of Arabic
literature at Georgetown University, USA. This article was published in the fifth
volume of the Leiden Encyclopedia of the Quran, pages 101 to 109. Given that
encyclopedias are now regarded as primary and essential sources of information
on various topics, referring to them is necessary. In her article, this American
scholar addresses topics such as the birth, life, and guardianship of Mary
(PBUH) and the birth of Jesus (PBUH). This present paper, through a
descriptive-analytical method and using library data, particularly Shia
interpretations, analyzes, evaluates, and critiques the aforementioned article.
The findings of this research indicate that although the reviewed article has some
strengths, the author’s sources are predominantly Sunni, which leads to many of
her judgments regarding the key figures discussed, including Zachariah, Joseph
the Carpenter, Mary, and Fatima Zahra (PBUH), being open to criticism. Six
major points of critique are highlighted in this paper.

Abstract

Semantics plays an essential role in the precise understanding of Quranic
verses. This discipline, relying on collocation and substitution
relationships, facilitates access to the exact meanings of words by
examining their semantic networks and analyzing their use in the context
of verses. This article is formulated with reference to this discipline. The
primary question is: What meanings does the word "ajr" convey in the
Quran based on collocation and substitution axes? This study, conducted
through a descriptive-analytical method using library sources, reveals that
the term "ajr" refers to both worldly and otherworldly rewards, signifying
compensation for good deeds and wages for worldly labor performed for
others. Additionally, in its verbal form, it denotes the act of hiring and
employment. The collocating words of "ajr" in the Quran include "great
(azim), noble (karim), and so on." Its substituting terms include "reward
(thawab)" and "goodness (khayr)," though these terms differ in that they
generally refer to both reward and punishment, unlike "ajr."

Abstract
Precedence (Taqdim) and delay (Ta’khir) are among the prominent and
influential rhetorical structures in the Qur’an. This study aims to examine
Allamah Tabarsi’s perspective in his tafsir "Javame’ al-Jami’" on Quranic
precedence and delay. The significance of this research lies in the literary value
of "Javame’ al-Jami’" and its influence from Zamakhshari’s interpretation
called "Kashshaf," which is renowned for its rhetorical and literary
considerations. The main question of the study is: How does Allamah Tabarsi
interpret and categorize the Quranic precedence and delay? The hypothesis is
that Tabarsi classifies precedence and delay into two types: natural and
unnatural. Using a descriptive-analytical method and a library study, this
research provides a detailed analysis of the verses related to precedence and
delay. The results show that natural precedence refers to cases where the
syntactical structure of the sentence remains intact, and the elements remain in
their original order, whereas unnatural precedence involves a change in the
arrangement of elements, deviating from the common syntactical structure. The
types of unnatural precedence include precedence of the predicate, object,
circumstantial, and prepositional phrases. The study’s main conclusion is that
natural precedence aims at exclusivity, while unnatural precedence serves the
purpose of emphasis.

Abstract

Revelation holds a significant position in Islam, with the highest level
being legislative revelation, which is exclusive to the Prophets. However,
revelation at a lower level refers to blessed inspirations that God places in
the hearts of some people and His righteous servants. Without a doubt, with
the descent of the first type of revelation, fountains of knowledge and truths
swiftly flow to the Prophets. Now, the question arises: Does the mention
of revelation in the verse " When We inspired to your mother what We
inspired, " (Taha: 38) indicate that a righteous woman can also
communicate with God through non-legislative revelation (either mediated
by angels or in some other manner)? This study, using a descriptive-
analytical method, examines the view of both Sunni and Shia scholars
regarding the type of revelation given to a woman and concludes that a
woman’s gender should not diminish the value of the revelation to
righteous women such as the mother of Moses (PBUH). Nor should it be
lowered to a rank below the revelation given to an animal (like the bee), as
some with Mu’tazilite theological biases have done. Careful reflection on
the content of Quranic verses and related narrations shows that the term
"revelation," meaning inspiration—whether placed in the heart or spoken
by angels to specific individuals—is not exclusive to the Prophets. Only
legislative revelation, in its technical sense, is exclusive to the Prophets.

INTERCESSION, AND VISITING GRAVES, AND ITS CRITIQUE FROM THE

PERSPECTIVE OF THE QUR’AN AND HADITH

Abstract
The writings and speeches of the Salafis demonstrate that the prohibition of
Istighatha (seeking help), seeking intercession, and Tawassul (supplication)
through anyone other than God is one of the core principles in their beliefs.
Considering the influence of this belief on the actions and behaviors of Muslims,
it is crucial to first explore the scope of this doctrine and then critically analyze
it. Accordingly, this study, using a descriptive-analytical method and utilizing
library resources and Noor software, seeks to answer the main question: "What
is the Salafi view on the prohibition of Tawassul, Istighatha, seeking
intercession, and visiting graves, and what are the Quranic and hadith-based
critiques of this view?" The findings of the research indicate that Istighatha,
intercession, and Tawassul are broad concepts, and visiting graves is one of their
manifestations. The Salafis reject practices such as: Tawassul through the status
of the Prophet (PBUH) and others after their demise, Istighatha through anyone
other than God, intercession by non-divine beings, and visiting graves (and with
some leniency, visiting graves by women). However, based on Quranic and
narrative evidence, the Salafi view in all these cases is open to critique and is
ultimately invalid.
