A Comparative Analysis of the Exegetical Theories of Ibn
Ashur and Allamah Tabatabai on Verse 124 of
Surah Al-Bagarah

Abstract
A comparative analysis of exegetical interpretations of Quranic verses and
themes — such as the method of understanding divine intent — relies on
evaluating the views of scholars against Quranic, rational, and transmitted
evidence. Ibn Ashur and Allamah Tabatabai both adopt the Quran-centered
exegesis approach (tafsir bi al-Qur’an), making their comparative study
significant for discerning the intended meaning of verses within their contextual
framework. Surah Al-Bagarah, Verse 124, beyond narrating Prophet Ibrahim’s
(PBUH) dialogue with God and his requests, contains pivotal Quranic concepts
such as trial (ibtila), words (kalimat), and imamate (leadership). Understanding
these terms profoundly shapes Muslim theological and ideological perspectives
on divine trials and the foundational concept of imamate. This study, employing
a descriptive-analytical methodology, examines the interpretations of these two
scholars regarding Verse 124, focusing on: Key Quranic terms (ibtila , kalimat ,
imamate); Prophet Ibrahim’s (PBUH) supplication for granting imamate to his
progeny; God’s response to his request. The findings of this study reveal that
both scholars share a common contextual framework for interpreting the verse
and express similar views on Abraham’s supplication and God’s reply.
However, they diverge on the timing of Ibrahim’s trial and the interpretation of
the Quranic terms mentioned. Ibn Ashur aligns his interpretation of these terms
with traditional Sunni exegesis (e.g., early scholars of both Sunni and Shia
schools). Allamah Tabatabai, however, proposes a novel interpretation
grounded in multiple Quranic verses, offering a distinct analysis of the debated
terms.

Evidences of Transdisciplinarity in Exegetical Studies

Abstract

Interdisciplinary research in the modern world, particularly in recent decades,
has gained significant attention from academic scholars and social
administrators due to the emergence of complex socio-biological challenges in
civil societies. The novelty and expansion of interdisciplinary studies, alongside
the depth and integration of these disciplines, have led to diverse frameworks —
broadly categorized as multidisciplinary, interdisciplinary, and transdisciplinary
approaches. This trend extends to Islamic studies, particularly Quranic exegesis
(tafsir), which is not exempt from such interdisciplinary engagement .

The central question explored in this article, through a problem-oriented,
descriptive, analytical, and theoretical methodology is: What are the
transdisciplinary foundations of Quranic interpretive studies? The study
identifies four key pillars supporting the classification of Quranic exegesis as
transdisciplinary research: 1) Presence of Four Transdisciplinary Characteristics
in Quranic Studies: Quranic research exhibits the four defining traits of
transdisciplinary inquiry, including integration across disciplines, holistic
analysis, addressing real-world complexities, and transcending methodological
boundaries. 2) Role of the Four Textual Components in Interpretation: The
interplay of four textual elements — author, text, reader, and the hidden historical
reality of the text — in exegetical analysis necessitates a transdisciplinary
framework to harmonize theological, historical, linguistic, and sociocultural
dimensions. 3) Application of Five Semiotic Approaches: Quranic interpretation
employs five semiotic methods — semantic analysis of words, etymology,
dominant discourse in the text, cognitive semantics of language, and cognitive
semantics of mind — which require transcending disciplinary silos to decode
layered meanings. 4) Fundamental Connection Between Quranic Concepts and
Three Major Scientific Domains: Quranic themes are intrinsically linked to three
broad scientific fields — non-empirical humanities, empirical humanities, and
natural sciences — alongside a vast array of sub-disciplines, fostering
interdisciplinary dialogue.

The Holy Quran has discussed the stages of human development in several
verses, and modern medical science, utilizing advanced equipment, has
confirmed these stages in the development of the fetus within the womb.
This article aims to elucidate the stages of embryonic formation from the
perspective of the Holy Quran and medical science, such that a profound
understanding of these stages reveals the wonders of the Quran to
humanity, strengthening their faith and belief in the Creator of existence
and the eternal divine miracle — the Holy Quran. The research method
employed in this study is fundamental and descriptive-analytical,
conducted through a bibliographic review of library resources. This
research seeks to address the central question: How are the stages of
pregnancy explained from the perspective of the Holy Quran and medical
science? It concludes that the stages of pregnancy in the Quran are: nutfah
(drop of fluid), alagah (clot-like form), mudghah (chewed-like morsel,
including both formed and unformed states), bones (formation of the
skeletal structure), flesh (covering bones with muscle/tissue), and blowing
of the soul (ensoulment). In medical science, the stages span from the first
to the ninth month and include: semen state (clot-like appearance), blood
state, transformation state (conversion of semen into alagah/mudghah),
mudghah state (flesh-like appearance), heart formation , and limb
development (hands and feet). While each of these stages holds
significance and is filled with marvels, and medical discoveries clearly
confirm Quranic descriptions, the most critical stage in fetal development
is the blowing of the soul, a phase that modern medical science does not
specifically address in human creation.

A Comparative Analysis of Fakhr al-Razi's and Ayatollah Javadi
Amoli’s Views on the Implication of Verse 65 of Surah Sad Regarding
Tawhid Dhati (intrinsic monotheism)

Abstract

Monotheism (Tawhid) is considered one of the most fundamental principles of
Islamic teachings and the foundational basis of religious beliefs, encompassing
abundant branches. Among these, Tawhid Dhati (intrinsic monotheism) holds a
foundational and pivotal position. Given the significance of Tawhid Dhati, the
abundance of Quranic verses addressing this topic, and the diversity of
interpretations by exegetes, the following question arises: What are the views of
Fakhr al-Razi and Ayatollah Javadi Amoli regarding the indication of verse 65
of Surah Sad — "Say, [O Muhammad], 'Indeed, [ am only a warner, and there is
no deity except Allah, the One, the Almighty™ — concerning Tawhid Dhati?
This research, conducted through an analytical-comparative method, examines
the views of these two prominent exegetes. The findings indicate that Ayatollah
Javadi Amoli rejects Fakhr al-Razi’s perspective, asserting that the sacred
essence of God Almighty is transcendent beyond all forms of possible unity
(wahdah imkaniyyah), such as numerical, generic, or categorical unity. In his
view, since the unity of God Almighty is not a possible unity, nothing can
dominate or subordinate Him in His essence, attributes, or actions, nor can
anything confine Him within defined limits. Furthermore, he considers the
assumption of a second deity an impossible hypothesis, as the very premise of
such an assumption constitutes an ontological boundary. The existence of the
One Almighty encompasses the assumption itself, its basis, and its components
as subordinate to His essence. In other words, the unique existential scope of the
Divine Essence leaves no room for the assumption of any other existence.
