Abstract
The idea of establishing a unified Islamic world or an international Islamic
civilization represents the fifth stage in the process of realizing Islamic goals and
holds a prominent place in the thought and discourse of Ayatollah Khamenei. In
his “Second Step of the Revolution” statement, he presents the realization of this
new civilization as a grand ideal and the ultimate goal of the Islamic Revolution,
viewing it as a prelude to “the creation of a new Islamic civilization and
readiness for the Reappearance”. This vision is rooted in hope for the future and
the active role of Muslims in building a renewed civilization, a theme that also
holds foundational significance in the teachings of various religions. In line with
clarifying Ayatollah Khamenei’s perspective as a religious thinker across three
levels i.e. individual, societal, and international, this article adopts a descriptive-
analytical method and draws upon library sources to address the central
question: What is the Qur’anic and Hadith-based analysis of the insightful and
behavioral steps toward civilizational formation in the era of Reappearance at
the international level, according to Ayatollah Khamenei? The findings indicate
that the most significant international civilizational steps consist of two
dimensions: insightful conduct and behavioral conduct. In the insightful
dimension, faith in Allah and belief in the fulfillment of divine promises are
emphasized; in the behavioral dimension, servitude (‘ubtdiyyah),
empowerment, and disavowal (tabarri) are highlighted.

Among
these devices is figurative language (majaz), whose presence in the Qur’an
is affirmed by strong textual and rational evidence. Since every rhetorical
feature in the Qur’an serves a specific divine purpose, exploring the
wisdom behind the use of majaz is of particular importance. Given
Allamah Tabataba’l’’s prominent status in the exegetical tradition,
uncovering his perspective on this matter is essential for a precise
understanding of Qur’anic meaning. This article, drawing upon al-Mizan
f1 Tafstr al-Qur’an and other exegetical, lexical, and rhetorical sources,
employs a descriptive-analytical method to address the central question:
What is Allamah Tabataba’t’s view on the rationale behind figurative
language in the Qur’an? The findings reveal that Allamah believes the
wisdom of majaz in the Qur’an includes: expressing abstract and
imperceptible realities through tangible terms; facilitating understanding
for the general public; speaking in familiar, conventional language;
maintaining rhetorical decorum; and offering moral guidance to humanity.

Genealogical Study of the Concept of "Imsak al-Samawat
wa al-Ard” in the Transition from Theological Exegesis to

Philosophical Analysis

Abstract

The Qur’anic concept of Imsak al-Samawat wa al-Ard (the withholding of the
heavens and the earth), as mentioned in verse 41 of Strat Fatir, is a key notion
in understanding the divine relationship with the cosmos and the continuity of
creation. Throughout the history of Qur’anic exegesis, this term has drawn
exegetes’ attention to Allah’s role in sustaining and preserving existence,
reflecting how the Qur’anic text has been reinterpreted across diverse
intellectual horizons. The central question of this study is: How has the
exegetical understanding of Imsak evolved from a physical notion of cosmic
preservation to a metaphysical interpretation of continuous ontological
emanation? The research methodology is based on conceptual genealogy and
qualitative content analysis. Findings indicate that in early theological
commentaries, Imsak was primarily interpreted as divine restraint preventing
cosmic collapse, symbolizing Allah’s forbearance and mercy. However, in
philosophically inclined exegeses, the concept undergoes a fundamental
transformation, being redefined as the sustaining cause of existence and
continuous creation where the persistence of the cosmos is seen as dependent on
the perpetual emanation from the Necessary Being. The study concludes that the
semantic evolution of Imsak reveals the dynamism of exegetical thought and the
Qur’an’s capacity to engage with diverse epistemological frameworks. Exegetes
of each era have interpreted the text according to their intellectual needs and
foundational knowledge: theologians emphasized its ethical and doctrinal
dimensions, while philosophers recontextualized it within ontological discourse.
This trajectory highlights the Qur’an’s potential for multilayered interpretation
simultaneously ethical, theological, and philosophical.
